Thank you for your furniture and/or household goods donation, it helped stock the Bridging warehouse with greatly needed 
items.  Last year, Bridging provided 5,146 families with basic furniture and household items.  In 2010 we expect to serve an 
additional 15,000 individuals.   
 
Bridging was founded in 1987 to “bridge” the gap between the “haves” and the “have-nots” by providing the economically 
disadvantaged with quality furniture and household items free of charge.  There is no seasonality to the demand of families 
needing furniture to sit on, eat at or sleep on.   Your help is needed all year long. 
 
Various circumstances bring people to Bridging, some are fleeing abuse, others have been financially devastated by medical 
bills, many are recently in the country and yet others are simply the working poor. Families come to Bridging by referral from 
over 180 agencies.  Social workers from those agencies conduct home visits to record the particular needs of that family and to 
schedule an appointment at Bridging.  Families arrive at one of the Bridging warehouses to engage in a “once-in-a-lifetime” 
shopping experience that allows them to choose their furniture and household pieces.   
 
Regardless of circumstance, heartwarming stories and joyful tears fill our warehouse.  Some people are so excited to come to 
their appointment that they cannot sleep the night before; one young girl commented to her mom when picking out silverware 
that they would not have to share spoons any more and yet another client exclaimed that we gave her back her dignity! 
 
Fran Heitzman, Bridging’s founder, offers, “It’s the little kids I see every day in the waiting room, and we know last night they 
slept on their coat on the floor.  In this country, that is not acceptable, it’s just not right. We have to do something about it, we 
have to.  Otherwise we’re going to lose that little kid.  He’s going to be on the street.  He has to be told, ‘I care about you.’” 
 
Money you donate goes to support families in need of basic furniture and household items.  The need is continuous. Every $1 
dollar donated to Bridging provides $7 of furnishings to a family.  Bridging will furnish the typical client’s home for only $300, 
giving them $2,100 of furniture.  Bridging’s shortage is the money to pay for everyday expenses like gas for the trucks, 
warehouse space for clients to shop in, delivery to client homes and a small staff to run the organization.   The low cost of service 
is possible through the 7,000 volunteers who donate their time to Bridging each year.  Bridging does not depend on government 
subsidies for operations and the organization is not a United Way funded agency.  We rely on the generosity of supporters like 
you.  As a donor, you play a critical role in our life enhancing work – make a gift and help families build a home.
